works. The program was held for the first time in Japan in 2023 at the University of Tokyo.

In this simulation, students will play the role of a representative of a Member State or the
European Commission and negotiate policy decisions on climate change, a key global

issue of our time.

To prepare, students will receive guidance from the Delegation of the European Union to
Japan and the embassies of Member States, as well as from experts in EU studies and EU
Member State studies. Prior specialized knowledge of the EU is not required. The
preparations will give participants a cross-disciplinary perspective encompassing climate
issues, politics, economics, and law, as well as a unique opportunity to meet senior

representatives of the EU in Japan in person.

Students interested in joining will also be enlisted as members of the Student Secretariat
organising the event. They will collaborate with Professor Tsutomu Hashida from the
International Strategy Center at Nara National Institute of Higher Education and Research
(comprising Nara University of Education and Nara Women's University) to arrange

preparatory meetings.

Participants who demonstrate particular efforts in the discussions will be rewarded with

a study trip to the EU institutions in Brussels, Belgium.

While individual participation is encouraged as the standard, participation as part of a

university seminar group is also welcomed.

We look forward to welcoming you to the Model European Union 2024.

Eligibility: Undergraduate and graduate students living in Kansai area, irrespective of
nationality, age, academic year, gender, etc., are welcome to participate. Residents from
remote areas are also eligible to apply. The discussion will take place in both Japanese

and English (simultaneous interpretation provided at the main event on October 26).
